1977-1987 Along with Manley Beasley, Ron was co-founder and co-director of International Congresses on Revival.  Meetings were held in Europe.
1985 Ron and Patricia received their first invitation to minister in the Soviet Union.
1987-1990 Ron served as Director of International Congress On Revival.

1983-90 The Owens were affiliated in ministry with Dr. Stephen Olford.
1991-2000 Ron served as Associate to Dr. Henry Blackaby in the Office of Prayer and Spiritual Awakening at the North American Mission Board of the Southern Baptist Convention.
1998-2002 The Owens served as Music and Worship consultants to the International Mission Board of the SBC.  They had opportunities to minister in several countries in different parts of the world, but had special focus in Russia.
2003-2006 Music and Worship consultants to the Slavic Gospel Association.  This involved many trips to Russia for personal involvement in the training of Music Worship leaders for the churches of the former USSR.
2007-present Continuing to minister in different capacities:  Ron in preaching and teaching, and Ron & Patricia together through their music ministry.  They are devoting more time for writing projects, while the training of Christian musicians for the evangelical churches of Russia remains a special interest. 

Their overseas ministry focus continues to be on the lands of Russia where they help direct the training of worship leaders and musicians for the churches of Eastern Europe. Many of their songs, and their music dramas, Paid In Full and The Christmas Lamb are being used in churches and theaters of the former USSR.

In North America Ron and Patricia continue to minister together in conferences, churches, seminaries and colleges. Their ministry includes Ron’s preaching and teaching on the subjects of Worship and Revival as well as their joint ministry through music and composition.
